What do you think has driven the biggest shifts
in buyer behaviour in the luxury market over the
past decade?

In the past, people bought holiday homes —
usually well-located near the beach and golf
courses, but with a speci cation that often wasn'’t
what they were used to at home. Today, many of
our buyers are couples and families relocating to
Portugal, drawn by its healthy and secure lifestyle.
As a result, the quality and speci cation of these
homes have improved almost beyond recognition.

How has the demand for speci ¢ amenities or
property types (e.g., eco-friendly homes, smart
homes) changed in recent years?

Technology has rapidly evolved in new-build
properties, with smart home automation, better

What impact has remote work and post-
pandemic lifestyle changes had on luxury
property buyers’ preferences?

Portugal was recently ranked 4th among the
best places for digital nomads to relocate. Many
of these buyers are now spending more time in
Portugal and, as a result, demand better homes
— ones with dedicated o ce space, strong
internet connections, and private outdoor areas.

What role do international buyers play in

your market, and how has that changed over
the years?

International buyers are hugely important to the
luxury market in the Algarve. Historically, the
majority of buyers were from the UK and Ireland
(80-90%). Today, the market is much more
diverse — these nationalities now make up just
60% of our buyers, with the rest coming from
eleven di erent countries. The Portuguese
market has also strengthened, with many buyers
from Lisbon and Porto securing fantastic holiday
homes in the Algarve.

Looking back, were there any years or periods
you consider a “golden age” for luxury real
estate, and why?

That's a tough one. We're in it now! But honestly,
I would have answered the same way every
year for the past 20 years. We have never had

a serious downturn. The area and its properties
continue to become more and more exciting
each year, demand for property in Portugal is on
the rise globally and property values remain on a
steady upward trajectory. At the very top of the
market, demand still outweighs supply, and we
see nothing in the near or mid-term future that
will change this in fact quite the reverse.

If you were to predict the top features luxury
buyers will demand in ten years, what would
they be?

Oh, that's a good one! | hope sustainability.
We're already moving in that direction, but
undoubtedly, technology will continue to play a
huge role and anything which makes life easier.

The luxury property market
in Portugal, particularly in
the Central Algarve, has
demonstrated exceptional
resilience and growth

throughout 2024, cementing

its reputation as one of the
most desirable real estate
destinations in Europe. The
country's magnetic appeal

lies in its combination of an
incredible lifestyle, a rare sense
of security, favourable visa
programs, a stable economy
and formidable infrastructure.

Meanwhile, traditional buyers,
such as retiree golfers who
were among the Algarve’s early
residential gol ng pioneers, are
often nding themselves priced
out of these exclusive markets.

This generational shift is
driving the market towards

gr eater sustainability,
modernity, and family-

oriented living. Developers are
responding by reinvesting in
the creation of environments
that meet these evolving
demands, o ering world-class
sporting and wellness facilities,
restaurants with healthier
dining options, and exceptional
infrastructure, including

state-of-the-art internet
connectivity.

Turnkey properties have gained
popularity among international
buyers who value convenience
and are willing to pay a
premium for ready-to-live-in
homes. This trend is particularly
pronounced in Quinta do Lago
and Vale do Lobo, where luxury
homes often compete with
some of the nest properties
from around the globe.

There seems to be less appetite
to invest in plots to build, as
today’s buyers struggle with

the signi cant time, e ort,

and cost involved in putting

these extraordinary properties
together. Those who do take
the step to build are usually
richly rewarded as demand for
these properties continues to
outweigh the supply, resulting
in the inevitable increase

in their value. In these two
resorts, it is now di cult to nd
a new villa for sale for less than
€10M, with some properties
now selling for well over €20M.

Sustainability has emerged

as a signi cant consideration,
with eco-friendly developments
and smart home technologies
becoming popular features

of modern luxury living.

Solar panels, energy-e cient
systems, and home automation
are no longer optional

but expected elements in
properties across the board.
Indeed, Portuguese legislation
dictates that when building
new homes, they adhere to
strict environmental standards,
including energy e ciency
(insulation, ventilation,
renewable energy use), proper
water and waste management,
and compliance with noise
and air quality regulations. A
great example of properties
answering this trend is Arcaya,
a brand-new sustainable
community. We’'ll talk more
about this development later.
The 2024 Savills Executive
Nomad Index evaluates 25
destinations on their appeal
and accessibility for long-term

remote workers, considering
factors such as internet speed,
air connectivity, climate
stability, prime residential

rental prices, and overall quality
of life. Thanks to its excellent
connectivity, consistently

warm climate, high living
standards, and the ongoing
preference for cities with
beachside access, Lisbon ranks
5th and the Algarve 9th. Both
locations continue to perform
exceptionally well, with

Lisbon securing a top- ve
position since the index’s
inception in 2022, bolstered by
Portugal’s outstanding quality
of life and strong results across
all categories.

Portugal’s visa programs

have played a pivotal role in
attracting non-EU buyers,

o ering pathways for extended
stays and residency. The
Golden Visa program still
exists, albeit for non-property
investments. A minimum

of €500,000 subscription

can be made in a qualifying
Portuguese fund. The qualifying
funds include Private Equity
and Venture Capital funds in
Portugal and exclude any fund
that has direct or indirect real
estate ties. The Digital Nomad
Visa, introduced in late 2022,
has gained traction among
remote workers, particularly
from the US and the UK. This
visa requires applicants to
demonstrate a monthly income

straightforward application
process and lower nancial
thresholds. These visa options
re ect Portugal’'s commitment
to welcoming diverse groups
of high-value residents who, in
turn, are investing in properties
and the local economy.

For property owners planning
to generate rental income,
acquiring an Alojamento
Local (AL) license remains
important if the property

is to be rented out to
holidaymakers for short-term
stays. These licenses ensure
that properties meet stringent
safety and quality standards,
adding value for owners and
enhancing the overall rental
market. The government has
made acquiring these licenses
more di cult to alleviate the
shortfall of permanent homes
for the local population but
now seems to be relaxing the
laws, allowing more people to
rent their properties on short-
term lets. The demand for
long-term lets is also growing
signi cantly, and so are the
inherent rental rates. A good
tip would be to look into
renting your home on a long-
term basis, as the potential
income from this may surprise
you. Tax on income from long-
term lets is also reduced from
25% to 15%.

Properties generally also su er
a little less wear and tear with
one good long-term tenant as
opposed to numerous short-
term tenants on holiday.
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Corporate Vs Private Property

Some buyers still opt for
corporate ownership structures

to purchase properties, primarily
for better estate planning.
Navigating these options requires
professional advice, and they still
0 er some advantages, albeit

in today'’s climate, far fewer.

Our statistics show that the
popularity of these structures is
on the decline. In 2014, over 60%
of our properties were sold via
corporate structures, versus just

& We have noticed an
increasing number of buyers
using mortgages to nance
their purchases. This marks a
departure from the long-lasting
trend of cash-only transactions,
re ecting broader shifts in
nancial strategies. In years
gone by, almost none of our
buyers used a mortgage to
buy; today, 13% of our buyers
borrow to buy, and these were
predominantly for new homes.

A hot ticket item is apartments
with golf titles, as these are
among the most sought-after
properties — a rare commodity
in high demand and priced
accordingly. And another
noticeable new trend we are
witnessing is more competitive
bidding, signaling heightened
competition among buyers in
these prestigious markets.

“How do | love thee? Let me count the ways.”
This is the rst line of Elizabeth Barrett
Browning’s Sonnet 43. It was part of a collection
of her love letters to her husband Robert,

which were published in 1850 as “Sonnets From
The Portuguese”. Robert’s pet nickname for
Elizabeth was “My little Portuguese”.

& 1 am an American who has had a villa in the
Algarve for 45 years and have lived here since my
retirement. | am often asked by American friends
and relatives why | chose Portugal? And these
enquiries have been more frequent recently. Each
of these requests makes me think of Elizabeth
Barrett Browning’s immortal question.

So let me count the ways | love Portugal and,
speci cally, the Algarve. It all can be summarized
by saying the quality of life is exceptional. Many
things, of course, contribute to this.

Weather

The Algarve has over 300 days of sun annually,
about the same as Phoenix, but more than San
Diego (267 days) or Miami (248). Summer days
can be quite warm, although only occasionally
over 100°F (38°C), but the humidity is very

low, making the heat quite comfortable, and

the nights are deliciously cool. Yes, it does rain
(mainly in November through March), an average
of 20 inches annually (vs 44 inches in Miami but
only 7 in Phoenix). And hurricanes or tornados
are unknown.

Geography

The Algarve is the southern coast of Portugal,
bordering the Atlantic. It sits on about the
same latitude as Richmond, VA, or Palo Alto,
CA. Although it has over 124 miles of the best
beaches in Europe, the Algarve’s topography is
quite varied and hilly (the highest point is 3,000

feet), o ering fabulously wild and beautiful trails
for walking or mountain biking.

There are no big cities (Faro, the capital, has
about 68,000) and the density of the Algarve
(59 people per sq mile) is much less than Florida
(100 per sg mile). An additional advantage is
the Algarve’s proximity to the rest of Europe.
Although tucked away in the southwest corner
of Europe, Faro has direct short-hop ights to
all the important European cities. And the road
system is very good, bringing Seville within a
two hour drive. Incidentally, travelling within the
EU doesn’t require a passport!

The Government

Although these things vary over time, right now
Portugal has one of the stronger economies

in the EU and a stable, slightly left of centre
government. The usual bureaucracies exist,
but are largely unobtrusive. Residents require
a Portuguese driver’s licence, which can be
obtained simply by turning in your foreign
licence, and a residence permit. The police are
largely invisible, until you do something wrong!
For any foreigner living in Portugal the local
government and political system is stress-free.
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The People

The international community in the Algarve

is large, very multinational (although virtually
everyone speaks English), well educated and
well 0. The environment is intellectually
stimulating. The Portuguese are welcoming, very
friendly, unassuming and mostly quite pro cient
in English, too.

A Safe Environment

The incidence of crime, and particularly violent
crime, is very low. Portugal has been rated

the 3rd safest country in the world. Plus, no
crocodiles will invade your golf course. No
python will try to share your villa. They don't
exist. Nasty bugs are very few and far between.

A Healthy Environment

There’s no heavy industry anywhere near the
Algarve, so air quality is really excellent. There are
major supermarkets everywhere, and they, plus
the lovely open air markets in most towns, feature

the elements of a healthy Mediterranean diet —

fresh fruit and veg, extra virgin olive oil, garlic, lots
of great seafood —all locally produced or caught.

The Wine

| can’t mention food without talking about wine.
Portugal is one of the major wine-producing
countries in Europe. Every region of the country
has their own wines —and they are really
excellent, although not widely known outside the
country (the average producer is too small to
make much of an export impact). And they are
inexpensive. A wonderful bottle of red can be
had for under $10; the whites slightly less.

Health Care
Always an important concern, especially in
an older community. The Portuguese health

care system is very good indeed (25 years ago
| couldn’t have said that). The hospitals are
numerous, well equipped and readily available.
The doctors are very well trained and very
accessible. And the cost of health care is very
much lower than in America (in fact, if you are a
tax paying resident, the cost is really minimal).

Cost of Living

Speaking of costs, although prices are rising,

the cost of living in the Algarve is probably

about half that of a comparable lifestyle in the
United States and about 30% lower than in

other European countries. Food shopping and
restaurants are particularly inexpensive. Yes,
there are some very pricey mansions, but on a
like for like basis, the average house or apartment
price in the Algarve is still quite reasonable.

Sport and Leisure

I have mentioned the beaches, which are rated
the best in Europe (88 of which have “blue

ag” status, meaning that they are clean, safe
and without any pollution at all). In addition

to beautiful sandy beaches, there are 42 golf
courses, some of which are seaside links courses
and many of which are absolutely world class.
For the less sporty there are a wide variety

of activities in the international community,
including a large number of duplicate bridge
groups. And, of course, nearly everyone loves
to explore the rest of Portugal, a varied and
beautiful country with a very rich history, and all
with an easy drive.

Elizabeth Barrett Browning nished her sonnet
with: “I love thee with the breath, smiles

and tears of all my life”. It may be a small
exaggeration to say that is the way | love
Portugal, but you get the point.

As a former
golf professional, he's teed up to share what's
new in golf in the Algarve.

& Golf enthusiasts in the Algarve have much
to look forward to in 2025, with several major
renovations and new developments set to
transform the region’s gol ng landscape.

Top Courses for 2025

Despite the ongoing changes, many of the
Algarve’s renowned courses continue to attract
golfers. The top-rated courses for 2025 include

Monte Rei (North Course), Vilamoura's Old
Course, and Quinta do Lago’s South Course.

The Salgados Golf Club is undergoing a €3.2M
renovation by the renowned Troon Golf, set to

be completed in February 2025. This extensive
project includes upgrades to the 18-hole course
and facilities, as well as the introduction of a

new island green signature hole. The renovation
aims to enhance the course’s drama and beauty
while also expanding on-course lakes to increase
habitat for local wildlife.

Meanwhile, the Victoria Golf Course, which
closed in December 2023, is being completely
redesigned by South African professional Ernie
Els. The new course, to be named Els Club

Vilamoura, is scheduled to open in Summer 2025.

This project represents a signi cant investment of
around €17M and will be the Algarve’s rst private
members’ golf club.

In response to ongoing drought concerns,
new restrictions have been implemented for
golf course development in the Algarve. The
expansion of the Monte Rei project, which
includes a second 18-hole course, will only
be allowed to proceed if irrigation is carried
out using treated wastewater. This aligns with
the broader goal set by the Ministry of the
Environment and the Algarve Intermunicipal
Community to have all golf courses in the region
irrigated with treated wastewater by 2035.

As these developments unfold, the Algarve
continues to cement its position as a premier
gol ng destination, balancing innovation with
sustainability. Palmares further reinforces this
reputation, having been selected to host several

prestigious tournaments for the 2024-2025 season.

While details of post-acquisition developments
remain limited, the resort continues to o er an
exceptional gol ng experience, enhanced by its
natural beauty and world-class facilities.
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Presentation is Key

Whether a property is brand new or is a little tired round the
edges, we want it looking the best it can for marketing and
selling purposes. So, if the property needs a lick of paint, or a
few tiles replaced then we would recommend actioning these
works before launch.

#l Step 1: Letters of Intent

Once the property is chosen and terms are
agreed upon, a good agent drafts Letters of
Intent for both the buyer and seller. These
documents summarise the agreed terms
and conditions but are not legally binding.
Upon signing, the letters are sent to the legal
representatives of both parties.

& Step 2: Due Diligence

The buyer’s lawyer conducts a thorough review
of the property documents, ensuring that all
necessary documents are in order, the property is
free of liens or outstanding fees, and that it is t
for sale.

&l Step 3: Promissory Contract

The Promissory Contract (Contrato Promessa de
Compra e Venda) is a legally binding agreement
signed by both parties.

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The Golden Visa Program has long been one

of the most attractive residency pathways in
Portugal, particularly for investors. The program
initially required a minimum investment of
€280,000 for properties in low-density areas or
€500,000 for developed properties. Following
changes in October 2023, real estate and capital
transfer investments are no longer eligible.

What remains are alternative investment
opportunities, including:

il Creation of at least 10 permanent jobs.

&l Capital transfer of at least €500,000 for
research activities in public or private institutions.
&l Capital transfer of at least €£250,000 for
investment in artistic production or maintenance
of cultural heritage, through public entities and
cultural associations.

&l Capital transfer of at least €500,000 for the
acquisition of shares in non-real estate collective
investment organisations established under
Portuguese law, with a minimum maturity of ve
years and at least 60% of the investment value
directed towards commercial companies based
in Portugal.
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il Capital transfer of at least €500,000 for the
establishment of a commercial company based
in Portugal, creating ve permanent jobs; or

an increase in the share capital of an existing

Golden Visas o er a exible pathway to

residency, requiring a minimum stay of just seven
days per year. They are valid for two years and
can be renewed twice for additional two-year
periods.

IMT is calculated on the higher of either the
purchase price or the property’s Tax Asset
Value (VPT), which is determined by local tax
authorities based on construction costs, age,
location, and use. Rates di er depending on
the type of property:

6%: Properties with a VPT from €621,501 to
€1.12M.

7.5%: Properties with a VPT exceeding €1.12M.

6.5%: Construction plots and non-habitational
urban properties.

5%: Rustic (rural) land.

10%: Properties acquired by o shore entities
in blacklisted jurisdictions (e.g. Gibraltar,
Barbados, Mauritius).

Good to Know:

IMT doesn’t apply when buying property via
a share purchase agreement held in a
corporate structure.

Second-home purchases may attract slightly
higher IMT rates.
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Stamp duty is another key cost for buyers,
calculated at 0.8% of the higher of the purchase
price or VPT.

The UK Government has recently
implemented several changes

a ecting pension withdrawals

and Inheritance Tax, which we
expect to generate investment
activity and interest in the
Portuguese property market.

& Changes to UK Inheritance Tax (IHT)

Starting in April 2027, untouched pension funds will be
included in the estate for IHT purposes. Estates exceeding
the £325,000 “nil rate” band may face a 40% IHT bill on the
amount over this threshold.

B Tax-Free Lump Sum

It's becoming an increasingly attractive option to minimise
this exposure. In the UK, individuals can typically withdraw
up to 25% of their pensions tax-free as a lump sum when
they reach the minimum pension access age of 55. We are
expecting to see a signi cant number of people taking
advantage of this before April 2027.
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& Minimum Pension Access Age

It's also important to note that from 6 - April,
2028, the minimum pension access age is

rising to 57.

B Portuguese Property Options

Making the most of a UK tax free lump sum to buy
in Portugal, whilst remaining a UK resident, makes
a lot of sense. You don’t need to be a tax resident
in Portugal or have a Visa to buy property here. It
is surprisingly easy to do and requires a NIF (tax
ID number) and a bank account.

Please note if you are a Portuguese tax resident,
lump sums are taxed as income tax by the
Portuguese tax authorities.

& Using your Portuguese Property

UK citizens are allowed to spend 90 days in any
180 day period in the EU without applying for

a Visa. Should you wish to have less restricted

travel, a variety of Visa options are available to
apply for such as D2, D7 and D8. Standard Visas
require you to stay six consecutive, or eight non-
consecutive, months per year in Portugal.

# Golden Visa

If you'd like to spend more time here and can't
commit to six consecutive months stay in
Portugal every year with a nancial investment
of €500,000 you could apply for a Golden Visa
and bene t from permanent residency without
moving your tax positions.

It's a current misconception that the famous
“Golden Visa” scheme, where non-EU citizens can
claim EU citizenship after a certain period of time
following investment, has ended. It hasn't, but

the rules have changed. Now, with an investment
of €500,000 per family into an approved
Portuguese private equity fund, after ve years

of maintaining this investment, the family are
eligible to apply for Portuguese citizenship and
obtain EU citizenship and passport!

Other investment possibilities to secure the
Golden Visa are also available (considering the
said €500,000 threshold or even lower amounts).

& Making the Most of Eurozone Interest Rates
With mortgages in the UK running at over

4%, mortgage nance in Portugal looks like

a great option. With a 25%-30% deposit,
Portuguese banks will lend to UK tax residents
at competitive rates well under 4%. Pre-
approval with a Portuguese bank is relatively
straightforward to arrange with a good
mortgage broker’s help.

Portugal has become a prime destination for UK
non-domiciled individuals seeking attractive tax
bene ts. Its appealing tax regime, coupled with
a high quality of life and strategic EU location,
makes it a standout choice for those looking to
optimise their nancial a airs.

Under a special tax regime applicable to new
tax-residents (the so-called NHR tax regime),
individuals earning Portuguese-sourced income

in qualifying high-value professions (e.g.,
technology, science, and creative industries) are
eligible for a at 20% income tax rate, far lower
than Portugal’s standard progressive rates, over

a period of ten years. This can be especially
appealing to UK non-domiciles looking to
establish businesses or work remotely in Portugal.

In addition, the NHR regime may allow for tax
exemptions for certain types of passive income
from abroad, e.g., dividends, interest and royalties,
as well as most capital gains (under the changes
introduced recently to the regime). This feature
has made Portugal an increasingly popular choice
for those looking to maximise their passive
income while enjoying the country’s pleasant
climate and lifestyle.

Another signi cant advantage is Portugal’s
absence of a wealth tax. Unlike some European
countries, Portugal does not tax worldwide
assets, making it a tax-e cient jurisdiction for
individuals with substantial global holdings.

UK non-domiciled moving to Portugal can

further bene t from inheritance tax exemptions.
Transfers to spouses, descendants and
ascendants are free from Portuguese inheritance
tax, with only a nominal 0.8% stamp duty applied
for real estate transfers. This compares favourably
with the UK’s higher inheritance tax rates.

Overall, Portugal’'s NHR regime, combined

with its low cost of living and favourable tax
policies, pr ovides UK non-domiciles with a
compelling opportunity to restructure their
nancial a airs while enjoying an exceptional
quality of life.

As of 1%t January 2024, Portugal’s
Non-Habitual Residency (NHR)
regime is no longer available

for new applicants under

the previous structure. This
change was announced as

part of Portugal's 2024 State
Budget. However, individuals
who already hold NHR status

or met the qualifying criteria

by 31t December 2024, will
retain the associated bene ts

for the remainder of their 10-
year entittlement. This includes
individuals who have established
residency and obtained the
required visa or intent to reside
documentation by the end

of 2024.

The NHR program has been
repealed (while keeping the
above transitional regime) and
replaced by a revised “NHR 2.0.”
regime. This new regime is known
as the Tax Incentive for Scienti c
Research and Innovation and
retains much of the features of
the previous regime, such as the
access conditions, the 10-year
duration, and the application of

a special 20% tax rate for quali ed
emplo yment income earned
within Portuguese territory. In
addition, tax exemptions for
certain types of passive income
from abroad remain in place.
However, one of the key changes
is the exclusion of pensions from
tax advantages, which are now
subject to taxation according to
the progressive income tax table.
A signi cant new feature of NHR
2.0 is the inclusion of most capital
gains within the scope of tax

exemptions, which was previously
more restricted. This adjustment
makes the regime more
appealing to investors. On the
other hand, it narrows its focus

to activities related to innovation,
research, and entrepreneurship,
making it more selective in
granting bene ts.
